BACKGROUND



India is urbanizing at a very rapid pace. In order to address the challenges
posed by this pace such as sanitation, civic infrastructure, congestion,
pollution, mobility, housing etc. and convert these challenges into
opportunities for developing a New Urban India, the Central Government has
launched various flagship Urban Missions, whose results and outcomes are
visible on ground.

In order to showcase the achievements and future projections of these
transformative initiatives, Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA),
Government of India in collaboration with State Government of Uttar Pradesh
organized a Mayors Conference at Trade Facilitation and Exhibition Centre,
Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh from 17th to 19th December 2021 as part of ‘Azadi Ka
Amrit Mahotsav’. This was the first edition of All India Mayors’ Conference
themed on ‘New Urban India’ to ensure ease of living in urban areas and create
a roadmap for development of cities.

It has been the constant endeavor of the Hon’ble Prime Minister to ensure ease
of living in urban areas. The government has launched multiple schemes and
initiatives to address the issues of dilapidated urban infrastructure and lack of
amenities. A special focus of these efforts has been the state of Uttar Pradesh,
which has witnessed tremendous progress and transformation of the urban
landscape, especially in the last five years.

An exhibition was organized from 17 to 19 December to showcase the key
achievements of the Government of India and Government of Uttar Pradesh in
the sphere of urban development. The exhibition essentially focused on issues
Clean Urban India, Water Secure Cities, Housing For All, New Construction
Technologies, Smart City Development, Sustainable Mobility, Cities Promoting
Livelihood Opportunities and Heritage cities. The exhibition with above themes
showcased actual achievements under Swachh Bharat Mission-Urban (SBM-
U), Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana- Urban (PMAY-U), Deendayal Antyodaya
Yojana-National Urban Livelihoods Mission (DAY-NULM), Atal Mission for
Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation (AMRUT), Smart Cities Mission (SCM)
and Urban Transport in last 7 years, HRIDAY Scheme and projections for the
future.

The Conference was inaugurated by Shri Narendra Modi, Hon’ble Prime
Minister of India through Video Conference in the presence of Shri Hardeep S
Puri, Hon’ble Minister of HUA; Yogi Adityanath, Hon’ble Chief Minister of Uttar
Pradesh; Urban Development Minister of Uttar Pradesh along with State

Government Officials and more than 100 Mayors from across the country were
present in this occasion. List of Mayors attended the conference is at Annexure

The three-day Exhibition was inaugurated by Shri Yogi Adityanath, Hon’ble
Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh. The exhibition was open for public for two days
i.e., from 18th and 19th December 2021. Initially, the exhibition was planned
for one day. However, on the direction of Hon’ble Chief Minister, Uttar Pradesh
and directions received from Secretary, MoHUA the exhibition was extended for
another two days on (18t and 19th December 2021). In this way, the entire
infrastructure related to exhibition including audio-visual and branding was
continued for total three days.

The Conference had Two components:
Main Event Conference on 17 December 2021: Hon’ble Prime Minister

addressed all the Mayors on the achievements and future projections of the
transformative Urban Missions including Housing for All-PMAY (U), SCM,
AMRUT, SBM-U, DAY-NULM and Urban Transport. It highlighted the
achievements under Flagship Urban Missions in the past seven years and
further showcase projections for the future.

Exhibition (17-19 December 2021) on Uttar Pradesh Transforming Urban
Landscape to showcase performance of the State after 2017, under the Flagship
Urban Missions and future projections with the trend.

The three-day event was widely covered in various national/ regional
newspapers as well as in electronic media. The live telecast of the Hon’ble Prime
Minister’s VC with the Mayors to the Exhibition areas and Inaugural Session
was conducted by DD News and other News channels. Arrangements were also
made to live webcasting the event for all States/UTs/ULBs on various social
media platforms. The Hon’ble Prime Minister interacted with the mayors in-
house for approx. 50 mins. During the Hon’ble Prime Minister interaction Shri
Hardeep S Puri, Hon’ble Minister of HUA, Shri Yogi Adityanath, Hon’ble Chief
Minister of Uttar Pradesh and other delegates were on Dais.

In addition, Group Discussions were organized on the day of the conference,
with Hon’ble Mayors to discuss different aspects and themes of urban
development in the country which was followed by group wise presentation by
the Hon’ble Mayors. This helped in experience sharing, commitment and
direction for further action as we move towards 2022, the 75t year of India’s
Independence.
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PLANNING &
PREPARATION



1. Site Selection

The Conference was proposed to be held in Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh. In order to
organise exhibitions, inaugural & panel sessions and manage the overall event
keeping in mind COVID-19 safety protocols, a dedicated area and space was
required with workshop and conference facilities. Therefore, in consultation with
Government of Uttar Pradesh, Trade Facilitation and Exhibition Centre was
finalized.

At the Ministry level, Secretary, MoHUA was the focal person and Joint Secretary
& Mission Director (HFA), Director HFA (V) was appointed as Nodal Officer for the
whole event. Similarly, a nodal department and nodal officer was appointed at the
State level by Government of Uttar Pradesh, for the coordination with MoHUA and
M/s Wizcraft International entertainment Pvt. Ltd. (Event Management Agency) for
smooth conduct/organising of the event. The Recce was conducted with the
Additional Secretary (H&V), MoHUA, Officials of State Government and M/s
Wizcraft team on 8t December 2021.

Thereafter, M/s Wizcraft team along with the MoHUA and State Government
Officers visited Trade Facilitation and Exhibition Centre to finalise the location of
stalls exhibition within the venue along with whole set up of the event. A meeting
with the concerned officers of State Government was also conducted to discuss the
modalities and mechanism for the event.

2. Planning at the Ministry

Several rounds of discussions/meetings with Mission heads were held under the
chairmanship of Secretary, MoHUA, Additional Secretary (H&V), Additional
Secretary (D&C) for conceptualisation of design and layout of the exhibition stalls.
For Specific Missions, Mission Directors along with PMU experts to discuss the
Mission wise exhibition stalls, panel discussions and other required logistics
arrangements. The exhibition layout and plans were approved by Secretary,
MoHUA. The entire event was coordinated by Additional Secretary (H&V),
Additional Secretary (D&C) from MoHUA office in offline mode with the officials
present at site.

It was proposed that once Hon’ble Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh starts his visit
to Exhibition, he should be able to witness the Mission’s stalls which could explain
the achievements of the Ministry so far and the Uttar Pradesh State achievements
under the different Missions and Schemes of the Ministry. Subsequently, the
Mission wise exhibition stall would be shown to the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Uttar

Pradesh which would be followed by his visit to the Main event area (Video
Conferencing).

3. Coordination with Event Management Agency and Branding &
Communication Agency

M/s Wizcraft International Entertainment Pvt. Ltd. were previously hired after
following all the process of e-procurement as per the provisions of GFR 2017 by
HFA Directorate for Event Management under Global Housing Technology
Challenge- India (GHTC-India) for the entire period of GHTC-India for conducting
necessary event management activities which include event management/
workshops/ meetings/ webcasting/live streaming etc.

M/s Wizcraft International Entertainment Pvt. Ltd. was approached to undertake
all activities and works related to the event Mayors’ Conference after the approval
of Hon’ble Minister HUA. The end-to-end activities include making of the event
venue, fabrication of the stalls (exhibition) and conference hall set-up as detailed
above including design and set-up exhibition panels of all Missions Stalls (Smart
Cities Mission, Urban Transport, AMRUT, DAY-NULM, PMAY-U, SBM-Urban,
HRIDAY, ODOP, NCRTC, JEWAR, UP Awas Vikas Parishan); Exhibition branding,
light, camera, recording, live streaming, conference kit etc.

A dedicated team of M /s Wizcraft was engaged for smooth conduct of the event.
Mission wise team was also dedicated for developing Mission specific designs and
wall panels. A separate team of M/s Wizcraft was placed in Varanasi for assisting
the State Government for finalizing the design and other logistic arrangement.

4. Social media inputs, Design & Printing of Banners, Leaflets/ Brochures
etc.

For spreading mass awareness about the Event, a sustained IEC campaign was
initiated by the Ministry. This included various social media posts on Twitter,
Facebook, Instagram, and web banners on various websites of the Ministry.
Further, various one pager, leaflets etc. were designed and uploaded on the various
websites of the Ministry.

A short film on Urban Missions of MoHUA was prepared by M/s Wizcraft for
showcasing in the inaugural session of the event. Also, short film on Film
on “Urban Opportunities and Developments in UP” was also prepared by M/s
Wizcraft which was also showcased in the inaugural session on 17th
December 2021.
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5. Mayors’ Conference Event Venue:

7. Live webcasting and Recording of the Event

In order to ensure maximum participation of various stakeholders, the entire
event was fully webcasted using various web-based means and all
States/UTs/ULBs were connected through Video conferencing. Necessary
arrangements of hardware, software, internet related to VC were setup at the
venue. Officers were deputed for finalization of Screen layouts and hardware
setups. Webcast links were booked for Inauguration session, etc. and were
simultaneously fed in all the Social Media handles of MoHUA and respective
Missions. E-banner for Webcasting/Live streaming was prepared and recording
of  the entire event was conducted for live streaming
(https:/ /www.youtube.com /watch?v=1FEnmHOzcDo) and documentation.
Similarly, the webcast link of each session was uploaded on the website and
social media handles. Full recording of the Group Discussions was done for live

streaming and further documentation.

The three-day event was widely covered in various regional/national
newspapers and electronic media. The live telecast of the Hon’ble Prime
Minister’s address in the Inaugural Session was conducted by News channels.

Process adopted:

After the discussion and series of brainstorming meetings with all the Missions JS,
Directors and their team along with officials of Uttar Pradesh, The M /s Wizcraft
Operations team finalized the design and layout of the exhibition stall which was
approved by the respective Missions and started the event production at the Venue.
The execution of the event started from 12t December 2021.

An Event manager and a core team was deployed for all the different exhibitions
venue location i.e. Exhibition area, Main event area and Branding (Inside and
outside). The team consisted of Senior event managers, Managers, and Supervisors
for handling of the structure, fabrication, technical equipment’s, venue branding
and over all event layouts. For every event area there were 3 Managers handling
and supervising all the event production while working day-night under the
different shifts of the workers and event makers.

3-4 days before the event, a meeting was held with the SPGs and Officer in
command for the Hon’ble Chief Minister movement and over all the safety
measures. All necessary permissions were obtained and the same were submitted
to the Security officials for their kind perusal as per their directions and
requirements, which includes the accreditation of the event management team, fire
& safety, emergency units etc. All managers and workers went through the RT-PCR
process and other sanitization protocols were followed as per the COVID guidelines
for the successful execution of the event.

Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi inaugurated the All India Mayors' Conference today via
video conference. Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh Shri Yogi Adityanath and Union Minister
Shri Hardeep Singh Puri were among those present on the occasion.

Addressing the gathering, the Prime Minister referred to the recent developments in the
ancient city of Varanasi. He recalled his statement that the development of Kashi can be a
roadmap for the entire country. The Prime Minister said most of the cities in our country are
traditional cities, developed in a traditional way. In this era of modernization, the antiquity of
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these cities is equally important. He remarked that these cities can teach us how to preserve
heritage and local skills. The Prime Minister insisted that destroying the existing structures is
not the way but emphasis should be on rejuvenation and preservation. This should be done
in accordance with the requirements of modern times.

The Prime Minister called for healthy competition between the cities for cleanliness and
wondered if there can be new categories for recognizing the cities that are making the best
efforts to achieve cleanliness along with the best performing cities. He also insisted on the
beautification of cities along with cleanliness. He asked the mayor to create a sense of healthy
competition between the wards of their cities in this regard.

He also asked the Mayors to run programmes related to ‘Azadi ka Marit Mahotsav’ such as
freedom struggle themed ‘rangoli’ competitions, Songs competition on freedom struggle and
Lullaby (Lori) competition, which the Prime Minister has been insisting on, in his speeches and
Mann ki Baat. The Prime Minister also suggested that the Mayors should find out and
celebrate birthdays of the cities and celebrate them. Cities with rivers should celebrate the
River Festival (Nadi Utsav). He stressed the need to spread the glory of the rivers so that
people take pride in them and keep them clean. “Rivers should be brought back to the centre
of city life. This will bring a new life to your cities.” said the Prime Minister. He asked the
Mayors to revitalise the campaign against the elimination of single-use plastic. He asked the
Mayors to look for ways of creating wealth from waste. “Our city should be clean and healthy
too, this should be our effort”, he said

He asked Mayors to ensure that LED bulbs are used widely in the streetlights and homes of
their cities. He asked them to take this up in a mission mode. He said we should always think
of using existing schemes for new uses and taking them forward. He asked Mayors to get in
touch with NCC units of the city and create groups to clean statues of the cities and organise
speeches on the personalities in the spirit of ‘Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav’. Similarly, Mayors can
identify a place in their city and create a monument in sync with the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav
through PPP mode. Referring to the ‘One District One Product’ programme, the Prime
Minister asked Mayors to push for a unique identity of their cities promoted by some unique
product or place in the city. The Prime Minister also asked them to develop people-friendly
thinking with regard to various aspects of urban life. He said we need to promote the use of
public transport. He asked Mayors to see that every facility in their city is divyang friendly as
per Sugamya Bharat Abhiyan- Accessible India Campaign.

He said that “our cities are the driving force of our economy. We should make the city a hub
of a vibrant economy”. He asked them to create a holistic system where all facilities develop
simultaneously to create an ecosystem that invites and promotes economic activity.

The Prime Minister reiterated the need to strengthen MSMEs in our development model.
“Street vendors are part of our own journey, we will see their troubles every moment. For
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them, we have brought PM Svanidhi Yojana. This plan is very good. Make a list of them in your
city and teach them to do mobile phone transactions. This will facilitate bank finance on much
better terms”, the Prime Minister said. He said that during the pandemic their importance
came out very clearly.

The Prime Minister concluded with a request to Mayors to give suggestions from their
experiences for the development of Kashi. “I will be grateful for your suggestions and | will be
your first student”. The Prime Minister said Sardar Patel was mayor of Ahmedabad and the
country remembers him even today. Post of Mayor can be a stepping stone for a meaningful
political career where you can serve the people of this country”, the Prime Minister added.
